This book is a beginning- to intermediate-level kanji textbook for Japanese-language
learners from cultures that do not use Chinese characters. It is designed for basically two
types of students — those who have already begun to learn kanji but want to have more fun
in their studies, and those without any background in kanji who want to start learning these

characters.

Kanji cannot be mastered overnight, and many learners find the characters to be intimi-
dating, tricky to memorize, and easy to forget. We, the authors of this book, have frequently
worked with such learners in our roles as Japanese-language instructors, so we decided to
pool together ideas from our daily teaching experiences to create a tool for helping students
to tackle kanji. By carefully selecting and refining our ideas, we came up with a book that
makes kanji learning fun and easy through illustrations and mnemonic hints for each of the
512 characters presented. We hope that this book will enable students to enjoyably learn
many kanji and that it will serve as a handy reference for Japanese-language instructors
when they teach kanji.

We wish to express our deep appreciation to everyone who assisted us during the five
years it took to bring this book to completion. We especially thank Chiaki Sekido of the
Japan Times Publications Department for painstakingly editing our work, Noriko Udagawa
for drawing the illustrations, Yutaka Ono for aiding our development of the material, and

our students for inspiring us to create this book.

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About This Book

1. Targeted Users and Purpose

This book is designed primarily for learners from cultures that do not use Chinese characters. It
presents 512 beginning- and intermediate-level kanji along with illustrations and mnemonic hints that
make it fun and easy to learn the characters. By studying with this textbook and practicing with the
companion workbook, users should become able to comprehend beginning- and intermediate-level

kanji they come across in reading, and to write those characters from memory.

2. Selection and Composition of Kanji Presented

The 512 kanji presented in this book were selected on the basis of several factors, such as their inclu-
sion in levels 3 and 4 of the Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT), and their use as parts of other
kanji. This book is divided into 32 lessons, each of which covers 16 kanji. The characters are presented
in order of their JLPT classification, starting with level 4 and gradually working up to level 2. The
lessons are grouped into three parts according to their JLPT level, as indicated below.

Lessons Kaniji
Part 1 1-10 160 characters, including all JLPT level 4 kanji
Part 2 11-20 160 characters, including all JLPT level 3 kanji
Part 3 21-32 192 characters, mainly from JLPT level 2

3. Features of This Book
o Kanji can be easily learned through fun illustrations and mnemonic hints

The fun illustrations and mnemonic hints that accompany the kanji presented in this book provide a
link between each character’s shape and its meaning, making it easier for users to commit the kanji to
memory. Some illustrations are based on pictograms, while others were freely created with no relation-
ship to the character’s origin.

® The book doubles as a kanji dictionary

This book is designed to allow users to readily look up the meaning, readings, stroke count, and
stroke order of kanji, as well as the kanji that form part of other characters, easily confused kanji, and
words incorporating particular kanji. By referring to the various indexes included at the end of the book,
beginning learners can use this book like a kanji dictionary.

e Workbook helps users to gain a firmer grasp of kanji
Using the companion workbook (sold separately) in conjunction with this book enables users to learn
kanji not only at the level of characters and words, but also in the context of sentences and longer text.

e Kanji can be learned efficiently

The kanji vocabulary in this book that should be studied for particular levels of the JLPT have been
shaded to make it easier for learners to focus on them. These expressions are also practiced in the work-
book to allow beginning and intermediate students to efficiently learn the necessary kanji.

® Readings

» Readings marked with W are on-yomi, or readings derived from the Chinese pronunciation of the
character. Those marked with [> are kun-yomi, or readings that represent the native Japanese word for
the concept expressed by the character.

» Both on-yomi and kun-yomi readings are arranged in the order of their appearance in the vocabulary
list (®) of the table.

« Bach table presents all readings included in the Joyd Kanji list (a list of 1,945 standard kanji issued by
Japan’s Ministry of Education in 1981).

* On-yomi and kun-yomi readings sometimes change to assimilated or voiced sounds when the kanji
appears in the middle or end of a compound. Such phonetically shifted readings are also included if
the table’s vocabulary list contains words with those readings.

» Readings listed in bold are ones that should be studied as part of the lesson. These are readings that

appear in the shaded expressions (focus words) of the table’s vocabulary list.

(® Mnemonic hint

- This is a short description or scenario designed to facilitate memorization of the character. The word
in bold indicates the kanji’s meaning. Reading the mnemonic hint while looking at the accompanying
illustration allows the user to form a mental link between the kanji’s form and meaning, making it
easier to remember them. Also, kanji enclosed in parentheses in the mnemonic hint are a part of the
target kanji, or are related to the target kanji. This feature was added to make new kanji easier to

remember by tying them to kanji already learned.
+ A Japanese translation is provided for each hint.
(® Vocabulary list
This section lists expressions containing the target kanji that are frequently used or represent various
readings of the target kanji. Shaded expressions are focus words that should be memorized, and are
included in the workbook drills. The levels of the shaded expressions are as follows.
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Part 1 (Lessons 1-10): Mainly words at JLPT level 4
Part 2 (Lessons 11-20): Mainly words at JLPT levels 3 and 4
Part 3 (Lessons 21-32): Mainly words at JLPT levels 2 to 4

Vocabulary marked with * are words in which the target kanji has an unusual reading not listed in the
readings section (@) of the table.

@ Stroke count

(® Additional information

* Reference information: Items marked with€are kanji or components that form part of the target kanji,

or are kanji included in the mnemonic hint. If the item is an independent character, the entry number
is given. If the item is a kanji part, the corresponding kanji part code is listed (see the following
section, “Kanji Parts,” for details).

* Easily confused kanji: Items marked with an exclamation mark (1) are kanji that are easily confused
with the target kanji due to their similarity in form. It’s important to take notice of the differences in

shape so in order to avoid using the wrong kanji.

5. Kanji Parts
Pages [26]—[27] list kanji parts, which are components of kanji that hold meaning of their own. They
are often referred to as “radicals.” There are many radicals, but the kanji parts list presents just sixteen
that should be memorized by users of this book. These sixteen kanji parts are arranged according to
stroke order, and are coded with letters A to P. Each is presented along with its meaning, stroke order, an
illustration, and all kanji in this book that incorporate the same part (the entry numbers of these kanji are
, also given).

6. Indexes
i o Stroke Count Index (pp.198-199)

The target kanji are indexed according to their stroke count, from lowest to highest. Kanji with the
‘ same stroke count are listed in their order of appearance in the book. The entry number of each kanji is
;‘ also given so that users can look up a character when they know its stroke count.

® On-Kun Reading Index (pp.200-208)

This index contains kanji readings arranged in a-i-u-e-o order, so it can be used to look up a particular
kanji when you know at least one of its readings. The corresponding kanji and its entry number are listed
next to each reading.

e Kanji Shape Index (pp.209-216)

Kanji are made up various parts. This index arranges the target kanji according to their key parts. To
look up a particular kanji, first find its key part in the kanji parts list preceding the kanji shape index (the
parts are listed in stroke-count order). Next, look for the kanji in its kanji part group in the index. Kanji

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in the same group are listed in the order of their entry number. This index allows learners to use kanji

parts as a reference tool for finding specific kanji.

e Vocabulary index (pp.217-244)
This index lists all kanji vocabulary presented in this book, in a-i-u-e-o order. The details of the
word’s kanji can be looked up by referring to the entry number listed alongside it.

7. Methods for Studying with This Book
(1) Learning kanji shapes and meanings
Study the shape and meaning of each kanji presented by going over the illustration and mnemonic

hint provided for it. Even kanji that seem dauntingly complex can be readily digested when broken
down into their various parts. When faced with a troublesome kanji, get a better idea of its overall form
by looking up its components in this book and closely examining their features.

After learning a kanji, practice writing it while referring to its stroke order shown in this book. The
workbook has rows of squares that are handy for writing practice.

(2) Studying kanji vocabulary

After learning a particular kanji, study the accompanying list of vocabulary. Many kanji have
multiple readings, and the reading used varies with the word in which the kanji appears. This means that
it is necessary to learn the accompanying vocabulary in order to gain a full grip on the character’s differ-
ent readings. The shaded words in each vocabulary list are frequently used expressions made up of kanji
that have been studied up to that point. Please be sure to solidly learn them. Also, the shaded vocabulary
j of each lesson are recompiled into lists in the workbook, so go over the words once more to firm up your
| understanding of them.

(3) Reading/writing kanji in context

In order to fully master the kanji vocabulary studied, use the workbook to practice reading and
writing them as part of sentences. The workbook lessons also include reading material for practicing
kanji reading and writing in the context of longer text.

(4) Reviewing

Kanji can be easily forgotten if not used regularly. While it is important to keep advancing to each
new lesson, it is equally essential to frequently go back over past lessons. In the workbook, previously
studied kanji reappear in the drills of later lessons, enabling users to review those characters.
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Kanji Basics

What are kanji?

Kanji are characters that were created in China. While there are various theories on their origin, the
general consensus is that they were already in use by 1,500 B.C. Kanji (the Chinese characters) differ
from the alphabet and other phonographic writing systems in that they are logograms, meaning that each
character holds meaning in addition to expressing sound. They are believed to have been introduced to
Japan via Korea more than 1,500 years ago. At that time, Japan did not have a writing system of its own,
so the Chinese characters were adopted to write Japanese. Today, Japanese is written using a mixture of
kanji, hiragana, katakana, and the alphabet.

How many are there?

Just how many kanji exist? There are Chinese character dictionaries that list roughly 50,000 charac-
ters, but most of them have fallen out of common use. Japanese newspapers and magazines employ
about 3,000 kanji. Of that number, 1,945 were designated by the Japanese government as commonly
used kanji—the Joyd Kanji. A total of 1,006 Joyd Kanji are taught at the elementary school level
(referred to as Kyoiku Kanji), and most of the remainder are taught in junior high school.

Nearly 99% of the kanji appearing in newspapers and magazines are Joyo Kanji. The 500 most
frequently used kanji account for almost 80% of all newspaper kanji, and the 1,000 most frequently used
kanji cover more than 90%.

Types of Kaniji
How were kanji created? They can be largely divided into the following four types based on their
formation.

e Pictograms

Some kanji are pictograms, which are characters that pictorially represent certain things. While few
m number, pictographic kanji are frequently used as parts of other kanji, so they can be considered
fundamental characters.

These are kanji that use dots and lines to represent numbers and abstract concepts that would be
difficult to depict with pictograms.

e Compound ideograms
These are kanji formed from the combination of two or more kanji.

o Phonetic-ideographic characters
These kanji are made up of an element that expresses meaning and an element that represents a
sound.

Radicals

Close inspection of even the most intricate kanji reveals that they are made up of several simpler
parts. In fact, the vast majority of kanji are combinations of various subunits. The part that is most
closely tied to the character’s meaning is called a radical. Depending on their position within a kanji, the
radicals are classified into the seven categories indicated below. Some radicals can stand on their own
as kanji, such as A and K, while others like 4 and " are not used as independent characters.

Kanji Readings

Chinese characters as used in China generally have one reading. In contrast, most Japanese kanji

possess multiple readings, which are divided into on-yomi (Chinese readings) and kun-yomi (Japanese

readings).

On-yomi: These readings are derived from the pronunciations used in China in the distant past,

more than a millennium ago in some cases. The reason why certain kanji have multiple

on-yomi is that temporal and regional variances in the Chinese pronunciation were

imported along with the characters. For example, the on-yomi of A are nin and jin; nin

was the reading initially introduced to Japan, while jin was adopted in a later era.

Kun-yomi: When Chinese characters were transplanted to Japan, they were read with only the

Chinese pronunciations at first. Since this limited the range of expression for the Japanese

language, kanji started to also be used for writing native Japanese words corresponding

to the characters’ meaning, marking the birth of the kun-yomi. As one example, the kanji

A means “person,” so it came to also be read as hito, the corresponding Japanese word.

There are some exceptions to the six rules noted above. The stroke orders are considered the easiest

way to write kanji right-handed, and a proper knowledge of them is important for writing well-

structured characters and counting strokes. Try to learn each kanji in its correct stroke order.

Font-based Variations in Form

The shape of kanji in print often varies according to the font used, sometimes to the point that the same
kanji can appear to be a completely different character. Also, handwritten kanji may diverge slightly from
their printed form, as some writers tend to use cursive styles or abbreviate parts of characters.

. Using Kaniji Dictionaries
There are three keys for looking up characters in a kanji dictionary, as described below.

1. Reading If you know at least one of the target character’s readings (on-yomi or kun-yomi), you
can use it to find the character in the dictionary’s reading index.

2. Radical If you know character’s radical, you can search for the target character in the dictio-
nary’s listings of kanji with the same radical.

3. Stroke count In cases where you don’t know the target character’s reading or radical, count its
strokes and look for it in the dictionary’s listings of kanji with the same stroke count.

Some electronic dictionaries have a stylus that allows the user to look up kanji by writing it on the screen.

<Kanji search example: Finding %>

1. Reading If you know that % is read sei, you can use this clue to find the character in the
dictionary’s reading index. Even if you don’t know the reading of a certain kanji,
you may be able to guess it sometimes. In this example, the right part of % is the
same 2 found in %4 (gakusei). Since % is usually read as sei, you could infer that
% is also read sei.

2. Radical The radical of % is % (onna-hen), which consists of three strokes. Look for this
radical in the dictionary’s index of three-stroke radicals in order to locate the listing
of all kanji with the onna-hen radical. Next, go to that group and scan for %&.

3. Stroke count Count the number of strokes. % is made up of eight strokes, so you would search for
it among the dictionary’s listing of 8-stroke kanji.

Okurigana
Adjectives, verbs, and other conjugated words are written with kanji and hiragana. The hiragana

portion is called okurigana. For instance, the okurigana of ®~% ¥ is ~\Z . When learning kanji,
vou need to pay attention to the extent of their readings, such as whether & is read as ta or as tabe. This
point needs to be kept in mind for each kanji, since the extent of the okurigana portion of conjugated

words varies with every kanji.

Reading Unfamiliar Kaniji
o Single kanji

Most kanji combine a part that indicates meaning and a part that represents sound. Whenever you
come across an unfamiliar kanji, try to pinpoint its sound part. You might be able to figure out the
character’s reading if you know the reading of other kanji with the same part.

<Examples of kanji with the same sound part>
All are read sei in their on-yomi.
All are read ji in their on-yomi.
All are read sei in their on-yomi.

e Kanji compound

Both characters in a kanji compound are usually read in their on-yomi, such as the reading on-gaku
of H#, so when you don’t know the reading of a compound, first try the on-yomi of its kanji. However,
note that there are compounds in which one or both kanji are read with the kun-yomi, as seen in the
examples below.

Phonetic Shifts in Compounds

In compound words, the component words that do not come at the start of the compound sometimes
shift to voiced sounds—that is, the diacritical mark () is added to the component’s first syllable. Also,
certain sounds like #su, ku, and ki sometimes become a small zsu when they end a component word
preceding another component word. However, there are no clear rules for when these phonetic shifts
occur. Most kanji dictionaries do not list the shifted pronunciations among the character’s readings.
